As reported previously, the United States Chapter 7 Bankruptcy Trustee held a public auction on
March 24, 2022 for the 65 acres of land that Hadid owned in Franklin Canyon Park, including
parts of the Hastain Trail. The buyer of the land is “Castle Real Estate, LLC” which was formed in
Delaware the day before the auction.

While not much is known about Castle, it is clearly aligned with Give Back, LLC in terms of
conservation and, according to a recent public statement by a Give Back representative, the land
is now “secured” from development, Hadid “is history” and “the trail is safe.”
